Purchase of Tools for WIA Participants

For certain training classes there is a requirement that the participant must purchase tools in order to participate in the course of study.  The following is guidance for purchasing tools for WIA participants:

1. Specific Brand - If the training provider requires a specific brand of tools, the participant should be allowed to purchase the specific brand within the limits of the budget established in the ITA. 

2. Preferred Brands - If the training provider identifies preferred brands of tools that have demonstrated their reliability, but does not require a specific brand, the participant should be allowed to choose tools from any of the identified preferred brands within the limits of the budget established in the ITA. 

3. No Specific or Preferred Brand - If the training provider gives no guidance as to a specific or preferred brand of tools, the participant should be allowed to choose tools that meet the requirements to participate in the course of study within the limits of the budget established in the ITA. 

The participant should consult with their case manager before any tools are purchased.  
If the Local Board has its procurement procedures approved by the state, it shall follow its own written procedures as long as they are in accordance with the regulations contained in 29 CFR Part 97 or 29 CFR Part 95 and the state’s Fiscal Manual.
