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Purpose: To transmit state policy and guidance regarding designating or certifying the Local Workforce Invesment Board (Local Board) as the One-Stop operator.

References: WIA Sections 117(f)(1)(B) and 117(f)(2).

Background:  The Local Board may be designated or certified as the One-Stop operator only with the agreement of the Chief Elected Officials (CEOs) and the Department of Commerce (Governor’s designated state agency).

Local Board as One-Stop Operator

Overview

The Local Board may serve as a One-Stop operator only with the agreement of the CEOs and the Department of Commerce (Governor’s designated state agency).  The restrictions on the designation or certification as One-Stop operator also apply to staff of the Local Board. 

The One-Stop operator is responsible for administering the One-Stop center(s) and their role may range from simply coordinating services provided to being the primary provider of services at the center. In local areas where there is more than one comprehensive One-Stop center, there may be separate operators for each center or one operator for multiple centers.  When the Local Board requests a waiver to be a One-Stop operator, their role is specified in the agreement between the CEOs and the Governor.

Designated State Agency

The designated state agency is selected by the Governor to be responsible for the administration of the Workforce Investment Act (WIA).  In Kansas, this agency is the Department of Commerce.

Written Request

If the CEO wishes to designate the Local Board as a One-Stop operator, a written request must be submitted to the Department of Commerce. The request should describe the role of the Local Board in the administration of the One-Stop centers.  The Department of Commerce will respond to the request within 30 days of receipt.
