Restrictions on Provision of Core, Intensive, and 

Training Services by a Local Workforce Investment Board
Overview

A Local Board may not directly provide core and/or intensive services unless agreed to by the Chief Elected Officials (CEOs) and the designed State agency.

A Local Board is prohibited from providing training services, unless the Department of Commerce grants a waiver in accordance with the provisions in the Workforce Investment Act (WIA).  The waiver shall apply for not more than one year.   The waiver may be renewed for additional periods, but for not more than one additional year at a time.

The restrictions on the provision of core, intensive, and training services by a Local Board also apply to staff of a Local Board. 

Designated State Agency

The designated State agency is selected by the Governor to be responsible for the administration of WIA.  In Kansas, this agency is the Department of Commerce.

Request to Provide Core and/or Intensive Services

The designated State agency may approve a request to allow a Local Board to directly provide core and/or intensive services through the One-Stop delivery system.  The CEOs should submit request to the following individual:

Request to Provide Training Services

The Department of Commerce may grant a written waiver to allow a Local Board to directly provide a program of training services, if a Local Board submits a request containing the following information:

1. Satisfactory evidence that there is an insufficient number of eligible providers of such a program of training services to meet local demand in the local area;

2. Information demonstrating that a Local Board meets the requirements for an eligible provider of training services under WIA section 122; and

3. Information demonstrating that the program of training services prepares participants for an occupation that is in demand in the local area.

Prior to submittal, a Local Board must make their request available to eligible providers of training services and other interested members of the public for a comment period of not less than 30 days.  A Local Board’s request should be submitted to the following individual, with a copy of the publication notice and any comments received:

Revocation of Waiver

The Department of Commerce may revoke a waiver granted if it is determined that the Local Board has engaged in a pattern of inappropriate referrals to training services operated by the Local Board.
